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Building a New Airport for St. George 
 
 History and Current Status 
 
 The history of the new airport project for St. George has been well documented in local  
 and national media for nearly the past 13 years. With the issuance of a final Record of     
 Decision from the Federal Aviation Administration accompanied by a $17.2 million grant, 
 The project is now destined to become reality. Current estimate for completion is 
 January 2011. 
 
 Where will the new airport be built, what will it cost and what are we building? 
 
 The new airport will be located approximately 7 miles southeast of the existing airport 
 And will enjoy access from the community and from the new Southern Parkway. The  
 current cost estimates range from $150 million to $180 million. 
 
 The inaugural airport will include one runway, 9,300 feet in length, full parallel taxiway, 
 general aviation facilities, passenger terminal building with 2 jet bridges, supporting 
 infrastructure for terminal building (parking lots and entrance roads), and full aeronautical  
 instrumentation. The inaugural airport will be designed to handle Boeing 737 / Airbus  
 A-318 aircraft and will be capable of being expanded as needed. 
 
 Why do we need this new facility? 
 
 Simply put, the existing facility is not capable of meeting operational and safety  
 requirements imposed by the Federal Aviation Administration nor is it capable 
 of being modified to achieve compliance. Additionally, the new facility will allow the 
 community and the region to accommodate future air service opportunities.
